Financial Aid from Georgetown University


Undergraduate Students
In general, Georgetown University grant and scholarship assistance for undergraduates is offered only to U.S. citizens or U.S. permanent residents. Only a small number of scholarships each year are offered to non-immigrant undergraduate students. Prospective international students who wish to be considered for one of these awards should indicate their intent on the Application for Undergraduate Admission and should submit an International Student Financial Aid Application available for download on the Office of Student Financial Services (OSFS) website. Visit Georgetown's undergraduate financial aid website for more information.

Graduate Students
The Georgetown University Graduate School offers a limited number of awards to students in various departments based on academic qualifications. 

Assistantships: stipends provided in return for service in teaching, research, or other matters of an academic nature
Fellowships: stipend without a work obligation
Scholarships: tuition grants

All awards are based on departmental recommendations and international students compete for these awards on an equal basis with U.S. citizens. For more information, graduate students should contact their department or graduate program and visit the graduate financial aid website.
Bou Family Foundation Grant
The Bou Family Foundation Grant offers two $2,500 awards to assist rising second year international students with educational expenses. The selection process is based on financial need, as well as the applicant's contributions to serve others in the community and his/her professional goals following graduation. Eligibility requirements and applications are available on the OIP website annually in April.

Take a Class at GW

If you would like to register for a course at The George Washington University and are not enrolled in a degree or certificate program, you need to apply to be a non-degree student.  A variety of courses are open to non-degree students at GW’s Foggy Bottom, Mount Vernon, and Virginia Science & Technology campuses, as well as online and at other off-campus and contracted sites. 

Students who simply wish to take a course or courses, and are not applying to a special non-degree program, should follow the step-by-step process described on Enrolling as a Non-Degree Studentand select “General Study” on the application form. Applicants who have been suspended from any educational institution for poor scholarship will not be eligible to enroll as a non-degree student for one calendar year after the effective date of the suspension.  An applicant who has been denied admission to a degree or certificate program at The George Washington University will also not be eligible to enroll as a non-degree student for the same semester for which the application was denied.

Prospective Degree Program Applicants

If you are considering applying for a GW degree or certificate program, please carefully review the transfer credit policies for the school and program in which you’re interested.  Most programs will transfer only a limited number of credits taken non-degree into a degree or certificate program.  Please note that successfully completing non-degree coursework is no guarantee that you will be accepted in a program or, if you are accepted, that the coursework will apply toward the degree or certificate.
Visiting Students

Students interested in taking classes to transfer back to a degree program at another college or university are welcome to register as a non-degree student at GW.  Before applying for non-degree status, you should review your home institution’s policies to ensure the course will be eligible to transfer and apply to your degree program.  Students enrolled at member institutions of the Consortium of Universities of the Washington Metropolitan Area who wish to register for courses at GW should review the following:http://www.consortium.org/consortium/index.cfm
International Students
International students are eligible to apply for non-degree status at GW, but the University cannot provide you with an I-20 or DS-2019 visa form unless you have been admitted to a program.  If your native language is not English or you are not a citizen of a country where English is theofficial language, you must submit official scores from either the Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL) or the academic English Language Testing System (IELTS).  The minimum scores required are:
· 550 on the paper-based TOEFL, or

· 80 on the Internet-based TOEFL, or

· an overall band score of 6.0 on IELTS, with no individual score below 5.0

Exceptions may be made for applicants who hold a degree from a high school or university located in a country in which English is the official language and also the language of instruction at the school or university.

Applied Politics

Semester in Washington Politics offers an invaluable up-close view of Washington, D.C. You’ll learn how political decisions are made, how power is wielded and how government is run – because you’ll be right in the center of the process. Semester in Washington Politics is a guided, hands-on tour of the workings of the U.S. government. We will immerse you in the processes that define our political system.   You will learn the components of political campaigning, from message development and media production to voter targeting, direct mail and fundraising. You will have the opportunity to see what lobbyists do and how issues like gun control, international relations and campaign finance reform are managed. You will have the chance to plan an election campaign and to develop a lobbying strategy.  When you return to your home campus, you'll know what it takes to win elections, to pass legislation and to influence public opinion. More importantly, you'll know what professional options are available to you as a congressional staffer, campaign manager, press secretary, lobbyist, pollster, media producer, journalist or fundraiser. You'll be better informed about how politics works and more aware of how you fit into that process.  Semester in Washington offers you a chance to learn about politics, Washington and yourself. We hope you'll join us for the experience of a lifetime.

Financial Aid

Semester in Washington Politics students most commonly transfer their current financial aid packages to The George Washington University in order to fund the credit hours they elect to take. To do this, you and your financial aid office should initiate a consortium agreement with The George Washington University. You must be enrolled and receiving financial aid at your home institution during the time of the Semester in Washington Politics program.  This arrangement allows students to use their home institution financial aid for other programs related to their area of study (so you must first get approval from your academic adviser to transfer the credits). Most institutions will enter into such an agreement for federal financial aid programs. Our staff is available to talk directly with you and your financial aid officer. We will provide a student budget sheet for one semester and any other materials that your institution needs to calculate your financial aid package. If you plan to initiate a consortium agreement, you should begin the process immediately. Please let our office know this is your intention so that we may assist you and prepare the paperwork to expedite this process.

 
Scholarships
The Semester in Washington Politics program awards a number of partial scholarships. These are based on the merits of a candidate's application for admission and a second required essay. Graduate Assistantships and Fellowships for International Graduate Students

International graduate students are eligible to apply for all graduate assistantships and most graduate fellowships (depending on the source of the fellowship funds). Graduate Assistantships provide graduate students with the opportunity to provide teaching, research, or other work for the university in return for pay and tuition waivers. Fellowships provide exceptional students with tuition waivers and a living stipend.
